The third of this year’s Victorian Autumn Series Bush events is on Sunday 2 May at Glenlyon. This is traditional gully spur terrain, generally open with some rock and remnant mountain bike tracks. 
We are competing today on the Country of the Dja Wurrung People. We acknowledge that their forebears are the Traditional Owners of the land we are meeting on and have been for many thousands of years. The Dja Dja Wurrung People have performed age old ceremonies of celebration, initiation and renewal. We acknowledge their living culture and their unique role in the life of this region. 
Directions
Directions will be signposted from Daylesford-Malmsbury Road.
From Melbourne take the Calder Fwy to the Malmsbury exit. Turn to the left in Malmsbury, taking the Daylesford Malmsbury Road towards the south west. Follow for approximately 5.5km. Turn right into Pudding Bag Road, follow for approximately 3km before it turns sharp left and becomes Scobles Road. Continue south down Scobles Road for approximately 1.5km to the assembly area where parking where will be as directed along Scobles Road and adjoining areas. 
From Bendigo – travel south to Malmsbury and follow directions as from Melbourne above. 
From Ballarat direction, take the Daylesford-Malmsbury Road heading north east and turn left into Pudding Bag Road & then follow directions as above.

Entry

Online entries on Eventor close on Thursday 29 April at 11.59pm. There will be a prize draw for pre-entered competitors. Limited entries on the day are accepted subject to any government restrictions/entry caps and map availability. Because of COVID rules, fees must be paid in notes and no change will be given. Please pre-enter to avoid disappointment and make it easier for the organisers. 
COVID Safe

The event will be conducted with the Victoria Government guidelines, that are operating at the time of the event, and the Orienteering Victoria COVID safe plan. Some of the key requirements are:
· You should minimise the time in the Assembly area before and after your run.
· You should bring a face mask and use it if social distancing cannot be maintained in the assembly area or at the start.

· Car pooling should be avoided.

Last, but not least, because the event will use Sportident controls in Air mode.

Start and Finish Times

Any time from 10.00am – 12 noon. All Courses close at 2pm and controls will be collected from that time. Do not try to complete the course if it is after 2pm.

To comply with COVID requirements, you should queue behind your start box and start at a minimum of 1 minute intervals. There will be a Punching Control at the Start.
Score Course: There will be a 2 hour score course using an all controls map. All controls will have the same value. Points will be deducted at the rate of two per minute or part thereof for finishers taking more than 2 hours.  
Sprint competition

A sprint competition will be decided based on the split times between the last control and finish (at the end of an official course), with (small) prizes for the fastest male and female on each course.

Safety Bearing
The safety bearing is south to Keilors Track and then east to the assembly area on Scobles Rd. If you are unsure whether to head north or south, then head east to Scobles Rd.

Catering, Water and Toilets
Because of COVID restrictions, you will need to bring and carry your own food and water. If this situation changes before the event, we will provide advice in the Tuesday Newsletter.
