5.  About This Event:  
Kelvedon was the venue for the Australia New Zealand Schools Test Match Relay and the Ocean Public Race 3 during the World Cup/Oceania Championships last January. The terrain is open and semi-open grazed farmland with dolerite outcrops and bare rock. The views are sensational.  

The relays are a light-hearted inter-club competition, and can accommodate any skill level. We encourage all orienteers regardless of your level of experience to enter. It’s a good opportunity to get to know someone new. This year we have a new unofficial class for ‘people who don’t like entering relays because they are worried about being too slow, but they would really like to have a run at Kelvedon’  - the Reluctant Relayers (see below for entry details). But we do encourage you to enter the relays proper – it’s really not too serious! 
6.  Where Is The Start Area?
Turn west off the Tasman Highway right next at Spiky Bridge, 7.6km south of Swansea, and follow the signs. The first 700m of track is fine for all vehicles, but the next 600m is challenging for 2WD (steep and gravelly), so we recommend 2WDers use the first parking area and either walk or hitch a lift for the remaining 600m (uphill).

7.  When Are Start Times?
There will be a briefing at 9:45 followed by a mass start of leg 1 competitors at 10.00 am.  There will be a second mass start at 12 noon for all remaining leg 2 and leg 3 competitors.

9.  Do I need a Sportident or P card?
Sportident or P cards are required at all orienteering events in Tasmania.  If you do not own a Sportident or P card, you can hire one for $4 at the event.  These are also available for purchase at most events.
10.  How Much Does It Cost To Enter?
$ 13 adults, $8 juniors (under 21) and concession holders.
Discounts are available for all current members of a Tasmanian orienteering club. 
Entry fee information and concession details are available on the About Events page on the website.
11.  How Do I Enter?
Pre-enter on Eventor as part of your weekend entry.  When entering the relay on Eventor there are two classes to choose from – Competitor (the default) or Reluctant.  The Reluctant Relay class is non-official – you will be put with others in this class, and all team members will start at the same time (10am), so you don’t need to worry about being back late. Entries close 6pm Monday 1st June.

You don’t need to choose a course. The organizers in conjunction with club representatives will put all registered competitors in appropriate club teams. Relays are intended to be a fun event and you will be allocated a course appropriate to your age and ability.

Teams will be organized as follows: 

1. All teams to consist of three members and will be based on the combined ages of the team members. Ages are as at 31st Dec, 2015. 

2. There will be five relay classes: 

Junior – the total combined age of team members is ≤ 40 years. The age of all team members is ≤ 17 years.

Open – no limit on the age of team members.

Seniors – the total combined age of team members is > 100 years and ≤ 150 years.

Masters – the total combined age of team members is > 150 years.
Reluctant – unofficial class, no age limit, all team members start together at 10am 
3. There will be Long, Medium, Short and Very Short  courses.

· Open: all 3 team members run Long 

· Seniors: 2 Medium, 1 Long

· Masters: 1 Short, 1 Medium, 1 Long

· Juniors: 1 Very Short, 1 Short, 1 Medium   
· Reluctant: 2 Short, 1 Medium

The running order for each class will be determined by the organisers in accordance with OT Rules.
Courses all have expected winning times of around 25-40 minutes.

There will be a mass start for any untagged leg 2 and leg 3 runners at 12noon.

The relays are intended to be a fun event. We encourage all orienteers regardless of your level of experience to enter – you will be allocated a course appropriate to your age and ability. Call or email Sally if you have any questions or requests. 

In an orienteering relay there is a mass start of first leg runners. As these runners finish they tag their second leg runners who do their course, followed by third leg runners. In many cases there are variants of a particular course, ie competitors diverge every few controls to several similar but separate controls. In all cases all teams in a particular class (Open, Senior, Masters, Junior, Reluctant) run the same courses but possibly in a different order.
