Welcome to Kelvedon for the Tasmanian Relay Championships, Sunday 7 June, 2015
Please check your team and pick up your chest number.

COMPULSORY BRIEFING : There will be a compulsory briefing for all competitors at 9:45am, 15 minutes before the first leg runners start. First leg runners should be ready to start immediately after the briefing.

TERRAIN : Open and semi open grazed farmland with dolerite outcrops and bare rock. Thickets (dark green blobs on the map) are piles of dead wood. Occasionally these are burnt and disappear in a puff of smoke from the terrain. We have tried to make them disappear from the map as well (when appropriate). The terrain should provide for fast running but beware of uneven ground and loose rocks. Significant trees in open areas are large eucalypts. In some cases there are many controls in close proximity to each other. Be careful to ensure you punch the control on your course (check your control numbers). 

FINISH CHUTE : For first and second leg runners, tag your next runner and then punch the finish control. Third leg runners proceed straight to the finish control. Second and third leg runners when tagged proceed to the fence and select the correct map (pegged to the fence), labelled with your team number and relay leg number.
START TIMES : 10.00am for first leg runners. There will be a second mass start at 11.00am for any second leg runners who have not been tagged and then a final mass start at 11:30am for all third leg runners who have not been tagged.
COURSE CLOSURE : 1.00pm. Please abandon your course and head to the finish if you have not completed your course by 1.00pm.

MAPS : Kelvedon. Maps for all courses are 1:10 000 with 5m contour interval. The control descriptions are printed on the maps only. 
SAFETY BEARING : Proceed north-ish and maybe uphill towards the spectator control, or if you have already been to the spectator control, south-ish and maybe uphill back to the spectator control. Generally head in the direction of the smell of the BBQ otherwise. The area is fairly open – hopefully nobody will get lost! 
SPECTATOR CONTROL : The spectator control is about ¾ of the way through the course for all courses, which should give sufficient time for second and third leg runners to prepare for tagging. Water and toilets will be available at the spectator control, but neither are compulsory. There will be a partially taped run through from the spectator control past the cheering hordes, but not all the way to the next control. This taped route does not appear on the maps.
WARMUP : Only on the track in to the parking area – all other areas are out of bounds.
