 Four courses to suit all ages and fitness levels. Walk or run with your mates, friends or family. 
 Where Is The Start Area?
Risdon Brook Park, set in bushland on Hobart’s eastern shore, approximately 15-20 mins from Hobart CBD. From the Tasman Bridge, take the East Derwent Highway (B32) north to the roundabout at the intersection with Grasstree Hill Rd (C324). Turn right at the roundabout and take the first left uphill to the carpark. From the Bowen Bridge, follow the East Derwent Highway east to the roundabout at the intersection with Grasstree Hill Rd (C324). Head north through the roundabout and take the first left as you approach Grasstree Hill Rd.

7.  When Are Start Times?
10 a.m. to 12 p.m. Course closure is 2pm.

 What Are The Courses?
8. Four courses are available, catering for novice orienteers through to experienced navigators. The novice course is 480 metres long, with simple navigation. The short course is 1870 metres, with easy navigation. The medium course is 3080 metres with some moderate navigation, and the long course is 3920 metres, with some more challenging route choices. Choose a course to suit your fitness and skill level.
9.  Do I need a Sportident or P card?
Sportident or P cards are required at all orienteering events in Tasmania.  If you do not own a Sportident or P card, you can hire one for $4 at the event.  These are also available for purchase at most events.

10.  How Much Does It Cost To Enter?
$10 adults, $5 juniors (under 21) and concession holders. Hire of P card extra.

Discounts are available for all current members of a Tasmanian orienteering club. Entry fee information and concession details are available on the About Events page on the website.

11.  How Do I Enter?
Enter on the day. Anyone can enter; entry fee includes club membership for insurance purposes. If you have not attended an event this year you will need to fill in a casual membership form.  Approach the registration desk and enquire. Map reading and use of P cards will be explained.

13.  Information for Newcomers  
The Novice and Short courses will be suitable for people new to orienteering. No special clothing is required, though running gear is worthwhile if you wish. The courses use electronic controls, but the necessary equipment is available for hire. Newcomers should come to the admin area in the large green colorbond shed near the playground when they arrive at the event. An experienced orienteer will be able to show them a map and explain what to do.
