Continue 1.1km and turn right into Dial St, Shropshire Park is 33mtrs on the left.

From the West: follow the Bass Hwy to Ulverstone, take the second exit of Hwy turn left towards Ulverstone, follow to Dial St, continue to Shropshire Park.

Start times are between 10.00am and 12.30pm with courses closing at 2.30pm
8.  What Are The Courses?
Courses on offer for the day will be an approx. 2.5km short course, easy navigation, 4km medium course, easy to moderate navigation and a 6km long course with moderate navigation.
