4.  Event Series Information:  
Southern Foot and Mountain Bike Orienteering Day

5.  About This Event:  
This is a combined foot and bike orienteering day, designed for orienteers and others to enjoy the open forest on foot, and the extensive track network on bike, all on the same day at the same venue. It will consist of a  foot event followed later by a bike event, all courses being conducted solo with two minute gaps using the traditional sequence of set courses of controls.

Our objective is for people to enjoy both events, those used to foot giving the bike a go, and those who ride giving foot orienteering a try. Course duration is geared to facilitate a person finishing two events. One entry fee will cover both events. As well, each event will be significant enough on its own to make it worthwhile making the trip to Kellevie to enter just the one event.

6.  Where Is The Start Area?
Travel 21 kilometres past Sorell on the Arthur Highway, and turn left onto Kellevie Road just after the Copping sign. Follow this road for five kilometres then veer left at the Y junction with Bream Creek Road. The entrance to the Kellevie Mountain Bike Park is a further 300 metres on the left opposite the recreation ground. Signs will be posted from the highway. Drive through the gate, and continue on an all weather track for about 1.8 kms to the carpark at the start (assembly) area. 

7.  When Are Start Times?
The foot orienteering event has starts between 9.30 am and 10.30 am, followed by a mountain bike orienteering event with starts from about 12 noon once all foot participants have finished. The last bike event start will be at about 1:00pm.
8.  What Are The Courses?
The foot event has four courses with a Shorter Course of 2.2 kms designed for bike riders who may never have foot orienteered previously. It will comprise simple navigation based on map reading, and be able to be completed without a compass. The Middle Course of 3.1 kms and Longer Course of 3.8 kms are of medium to hard navigation, and aimed at orienteers with experience. For those who like a short course over less taxing terrain with harder navigation, there is a Senior Course of 2 kms.

In the bike event, the Shorter Course of 7 kms utilizes four wheel drive tracks and the less technical single track, and is designed for those who are either less confident riding a bike off-road, or are new to a bike orienteering event. The Middle Course of 10 kms and Longer Course of 13 kms include more technical tracks for the more experienced riders. All bike courses involve straight forward map reading to complete, and all can be completed without using a compass.
9.  Do I need an e-stick or P card?
All Tasmanian Orienteering clubs use the SportIdent (SI) electronic punching system so an e-stick or a P card is required at all events.  If you do not own an e-stick or P card, you can hire one for $4 at the event.  These are also available for purchase at most events.
10. How Much Does It Cost To Enter?
One entry fee applies per participant, whether entering either a foot or a bike event, or whether entering both a foot and a bike event.

All entry fees are the usual OT local event fee, plus $5 per participant to go to the property owners for access to and maintenance of the venue. Any SI hire is an additional $4 per e-stick.

11.  How Do I Enter?
Pre-entry by email is required for both events and all courses – deadline for entries is midnight Wednesday 7th December. Please email  name or names, course or courses (whether foot and/or bike, and which course - by participant name), SI number(s) if you have one else mention you need to hire, and estimated entry fee (inc SI hire), to Scott Ashton per below. Entry fees are payable on arrival at the event. Pre-entry is needed to determine the numbers of maps to print.

13.  Information for Newcomers   
There are courses suitable for newcomers at all orienteering events. Bike helmets must be worn for all bike events. Bike riders need some way of managing their map while riding.

Mark Hey (Course Planner) and Scott Ashton (Controller) are organising this event.

15.  Which Map Is Being Used?
The Kellevie course map: Scale 1:7500 with contour interval 5 m for foot events and Scale 1:7500 with contour interval 10 m for bike events. The map for the Seniors foot course is Scale 1:5000.

16.  What Else Do I Need To Know?
All participants in events conducted by Orienteering Tasmania and its affiliated clubs are required to register. There are two categories of registration, either as a full member or as a casual member. Further details are available on our About Membership page.

As Orienteering Tasmania events are often conducted on private property we have blanket policy of not permitting dogs at our events. Please leave your dog at home if going orienteering.
