1. Location Wild Dog Creek – near Buckland
2. Date Sunday 7th May 2017
3. Event Category: Statewide
4. Event Series Information: Orienteering Series Tasmania 4 (OST)
5. About This Event
Nine courses to suit all ages, fitness and experience levels. Beginning and occasional orienteers are welcome.  The area is a mixture of open farmland and flat to undulating eucalypt forest with dolerite outcrops. There are steep side slopes into the Wild Dog Creek itself.  Don’t go there.  Please note that some of the tracks marked as faint are indeed faint and if you cross them at right angles you might not notice them.  Even if you are walking along them you might not notice them.  The area is generally very runnable (for those who can run).  It is also quite flat and vague so it is easy to lose track of where you are.
6. Where Is the Assembly Area?
From South – Travel towards Buckland (generally through Sorell).  The entrance is opposite the Bushland Gardens at the bottom of a long hill, approximately 30km from Sorell.  Turn left onto the gravel track and follow signs.  NB.  When leaving take great care!  Visibility to is limited.

From North – Travel south on the Midlands Highway and turn left about 11km past Oatlands onto B31 towards Richmond & Campania. Proceed through Campania and about 2km past Campania turn left onto the Finger Post Road.  Continue to the T junction with the Tasman Highway and turn left. Travel towards Buckland for about 20km.  The entrance is opposite the Bushland Gardens at the bottom of a long hill.  Turn left onto the gravel track and follow signs.  When leaving for the South take great care!  Visibility to your right is limited.
From the North you can also opt to turn off at Oatlands and travel through Whitefoord to Buckland.  Turn right at Buckland and travel for about 4km.  Turn right opposite the Tasmanian Bushland Garden entrance.

Please note.  The access track to the assembly area has a steep section that will be slippery if wet.  If you have a two-wheel drive car and the weather has been wet in the past 12 hours, please leave your car at the bottom of the hill, just past the gate near the stockyards. 
 When Are Start Times?
Any time between 10am and 12:30pm
Courses close 2.30pm.
The start and finish areas for this event are about 1.5km from the assembly area.  The walk is mainly flat and along a good track.  The last 250m is uphill.  Allow 20mins or so if walking.  Unfortunately, the last section of track is not quite good enough for the average car and there is no parking along the route so we get to enjoy an extra stroll.  Competitors over 75 yrs old or those with a special need to leave early can request permission to drive to the start but it would be best to have a high clearance vehicle.
7. Safety

The safety bearing is SE towards the track from the assembly area to the start.  If you are totally lost, stay where you are and blow your whistle.  (You remembered to carry a whistle didn’t you).

Wild Dog Creek (Mike Morffew 2003), 1:15,000 (C1,C2), 1:10,000 (all other courses), 5m contours 

13. What Else Do I Need To Know?
In case of wet weather, please bring your own plastic bag for your map; they will not be printed on water-proof paper.  This event is on private farmland and dogs are not permitted.  We have had special permission from a new property owner to use this access route.  Let’s all take care not to foul the budding relationship by bring fido for a day out in the country, leaving rubbish around or driving off-road etc
