This event is classic long distance orienteering. Courses have been set to achieve winning times as per the 

Orienteering Australia Competition Rules for Foot Orienteering. 

 

Map/Terrain: 

Original maps are Glendale, Glendale North, Glendale Paddock and areas of Orroral Crossing. 

The terrain varies from open, fast grassland to totally awesome green. There are many areas of complex 

granite boulders and some river crossings. Longer courses will encounter some steeper slopes. There has 

been significant revision of the vegetation. 

 

Entry Fees:  

Senior (>20) $30, Junior(<21) $18. Family maximum will be calculated by Eventor on the basis of two adult 

fees and the junior fee.
