* Points are awarded for performance at your level and to teams that demonstrate 

improved skills.  
* Points are awarded for the best team name - so start thinking about a cool or 

funky name now! 
* Points are awarded for completing the weekly 'fun fact' sheets and wearing team 

colours/uniform.
