Rules of Competition:

* Minimum of 2 and a maximum of 4 competitors per team

* Not all feam members must attend every event, but for points to be counted at least 2
competitors must compete together.

* Teams can choose to navigate Blue (very easy), Green (easy) or Orange (moderate) courses
depending on their level of experience.

* Points are awarded for performance at your level and to teams that demonstrate improved
skills.

* Points are awarded for the best team name - so start thinking about a cool or funky name
now!

* Points are awarded for completing the weekly 'fun fact' sheets and wearing team
colours/uniform.

The emphasis is on fun and adventure, while learning to orienteer.
