Directions: From Brisbane, via WARWICK take the Cunningham Highway westwards on Route 42
towards Inglewood for 34km before turning right into Thanes Creek Road. The first 4km of

this road is bitumen and then it becomes a good gravel road. 3.8km after the start of the gravel, take the right
hand fork at a junction and travel a further 7km along the Leyburn- Forestry Road to the assembly area.
Allow 45mins travel time from Warwick.

From TOOWOOMBA, travel about 14km south of the city before turning right into the Cambooya/Leyburn
Road. After passing through Cambooya, take the road to Leyburn. At Leyburn, turn left into the Leyburn
Forestry Road (police station is on the left) and follow a good gravel road for approx. 7km to assembly area.
Allow 50mins travel time from Towoomba.

Alternatively, Brisbane people can take the Gatton — Clifton Road (steep and windy but scenic). From Clifton,
travel west to join the Toowoomba — Karara Road and then turn left at the junction, travel 11km to Leyburn
and then follow as above.

From STANTHORPE and further south, take the New England Highway north to Warwick and at the first set

of traffic lights (the intersection with the Cunningham Highway), turn left and follow Route 42 for 34km to the
turn into Thanes Creek Road. Then follow directions as above.
